(a) Concerts in the Park

Superintendent Wisdorf brought to the attention of the Commission that the
gazebo near TCF Bank is in need of removal, due to decay.  Removal will 
begin this fall.  Ideas for the space are to be continued to the September 9th

meeting under Unfinished Business when all Commissioners will be present.

(g) Garden Plot Dirt

Chair Wolfe has fielded complaints on the compacted soil in the community 
gardens.  Commissioner Mullenbach will contact the University of Minnesota 
Extension Service to see if any free help is available.  Future discussion on 
soil should occur after the fall letters to gardener plot renters have been 
collected and tabulated.

(a) Erosion Control and Future plantings

Chair Wolfe suggested community-wide planting of hostas and/or shade 
tolerant plantings under the oak trees by the bath house in The Commons.  
Superintendent Wisdorf also noted that there are no gutters on the bath 
house, thus adding to erosion problems.  The Commissioners are to compile
a list of small areas to be worked on and to prioritize the list at their 
September 9th meeting.
