a)	Rezoning and Conditional Use Permit for 141 Minnetonka Boulevard (PC No. 15-12)
	Planner Smith introduced the staff report. Gabriel Jabbour, 985 Minnetonka Road, property owner, addressed the Planning Commission. Neil Webber, architect, addressed the Planning Commission. 
	Ann Hersman, 823 Hidden Lane, addressed the Planning Commission. 
	Peggy Bauer, 805 Hidden Lane, addressed the Planning Commission. 
	Bill Nichols, 703 Hidden Lane, addressed the Planning Commission. 
	Kevin Judd, 835 Hidden Lane, addressed the Planning Commission. 
	Joan Maher, 905 Excelsior Boulevard, addressed the Planning Commission.

	Commissioner DiLorenzo stated that the regulations with a R-2 zoning is the same as a R-1. Wallace asked about eliminating parking spaces along Minnetonka Boulevard. Chair Duyvejonck closed the public hearing.
	DiLorenzo moved, Busch, seconded to recommend approving the rezoning from R-1 to R-2, the Conditional Use Permit and the Design Standards review with the addition that the City Engineer look at parking along Minnetonka Boulevard and the boat access and proposed curb. Motion carried 6/0.  
Craig, moved, Wilson second to move 6(a) up on the agenda. Motion carried 6/0.
6(a)	Concept Plan for Redevelopment on Linden Street
Smith introduced the staff report. Duyvejonck asked about fire department review. Smith stated that the fire department would review the plans if the applicant proceeded with more refined plans. Siobhan Larsen addressed the Planning Commission. DiLorenzo asked about possible uses. Wallace asked about the different elevations. Larsen stated that the units near the lakes would be two stories, while the interior units would be three stories in order to provide lake views for all units. DiLorenzo liked the idea of providing mid-point housing, may not have provided enough green space, liked the idea of taller buildings on the interior and smaller buildings along the lake. Duyvejonck asked about the height of the three story residences. 

Jeb Sawyer, 411 Linden Street, addressed the Planning Commission. He has kids who walk to the elementary school. Houses along TH 7 do not provide a uniform look for the City. Kim Labar, Chaska, Ms. Larson’s realtor, addressed the Planning Commission. Ms. Larson has letters of intent with all property owners. 

Duyvejonck summarized the Planning Commission’s comments. Green space, setbacks and building heights would be the Planning Commission’s concerns. Commission was comfortable with the density. 

b) Amending the Parking Requirements for Restaurants (PC No. 16-03)
Planning Consultant Richards introduced the item. Duyvejonck asked how the Golden Valley requirement would compare to the Excelsior Brewery requirements. DiLorenzo questioned the need for a separate parking standard for a brewery. Duyvejonck opened the public hearing. Bob Bolles, 229 George Street, addressed the Planning Commission. Mr. Bolles questioned the fire egress. Duyvejonck closed the public hearing. 

Richards stated that the code has a provision in case a bar or taproom has no seats. DiLorenzo moved, Craig seconded, to recommend amending the ordinance to increase the parking requirements for restaurants from 1 space/4 seats to 1 space/3 seats.

b)	Noise Ordinance – Outdoor Speakers
Richards presented the staff report. The Council wanted the Planning Commission to discuss outdoor noise in the business district. Wallace has more of an issue with dropping the weights than the music. The Commission thought the City should explore a more defined noise ordinance. 	
	c)	Alterations to Non-Conforming Structures
Duyvejonck and Wallace questioned the existing ordinance and if the city is being inconsistent. DiLorenzo moved, Busch seconded to direct staff to look at revising the ordinance to require a variance for upward expansions of non-conforming buildings. Motion carried 6/0.

d)	BLEND Awards

	Smith stated that Fulton has a BLEND award for new single family development that blends with the neighborhood. DiLorenzo and Busch questioned the “Blend” name and thought it may be more appropriate for “compatibility”. The Commission liked the idea, and Smith will bring more information back to the Commission for further discussion.
